One of the first liberation
theologians, Gustavo GutiA®rrez, is in dialogue with Paul Farmer who has done much in medical

work in Haiti, PerA¢, and elsewhere.Worth careful study.

This is a helpful look into how Liberation Theology informs modern work with the poor. The book is a
bit dense and incorporates new material and older texts in a way that seems to leave some holes,
but the book’s timing, coming as Pope Francis begins his tenure, bringing an understanding of the
gospel that seems synthesized in the best teachings of Liberation Theology, makes it helpful to "get

up to speed" on a modern look at what has been too long a distrusted and unexplored theology in



the West.

While multi-authored books can sometimes be uneven, In the Company of the Poor, is strong
throughout. The critical analyses offered greatly help understanding Better Liberation Theology and
it’s critical contribution to the ministering to the poor by the Roman Catholic Church. A most

important theological text, especially given the new pontiff ‘'s emphasis on ministering to the poor.

The insights of the conversation between Paul Farmer and Ft Gustavo are enlightening and make
for fascinating reading.
